Departmental Highlight: Collaboration between Art and African Studies!

The African Studies Program (ASP), an International Programs affinity group, helps students gain a
broader understanding of African history and contemporary life in Africa and provides an
environment of cooperation and collaboration among students and faculty that leads to increased
opportunities for research and teaching. Recently, Cory Gundlach, Curator of African Art at the
Stanley Museum of Art & Director of ASP began leading a team of three assistants for provenance
research on the African collection.

Part of that research led to the recent restitution, with Mellon Curatorial Fellow Peju Layiwola, of
two objects formerly in the Stanley Museum'’s permanent collection stolen by British colonial
agents during the siege of 1897, at the Oba’s Palace in Benin City, Nigeria.

The restitution of artifacts to the Kingdom of
Benin by the University of lowa's Stanley Museum
of Art was notable in that it was the first museum
in the United States to do so.
